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These are exciting times for students as in September 2016 they will move on to the final
stage of their secondary education at Bristnall Hall Academy. Choosing option subjects in
Year 9 is a major decision and an exciting opportunity for students. So much in the future
depends on students achieving good GCSE results and the more successful each student
is, the more choices that will be available to them when considering a career. At Bristnall
Hall Academy we offer a wide range of courses to suit many different individual needs, all of
which provide an opportunity to succeed and help prepare students for the future.

Students are now faced with a wide range of courses from which to select their examination
subjects and it is vital that subjects are chosen only after careful consideration. Until now,
every student has followed the same broad range of curriculum subjects and all timetables
have looked similar. In September students will continue with some of these subjects and
could be studying new ones. Some students are required to take a Design and Technology
subject as part of their core curriculum choice. Others will be able to choose to take these
subjects as part of their option choices. Also, some students will have to study GCSE
Spanish and a Humanities subject, giving them the opportunity to achieve the English
Baccalaureate. Where students have the opportunity to select other courses it is important
to maintain a broad and balanced curriculum.

We are currently preparing students for the Option process. To help students make the best
choices we will advise which choices or subjects we consider are the most appropriate for
each individual student. Whether students are in the E or B Band there is a wide variety of
subjects from which the student is able to make their choice. During the course of the next
few weeks students will have the opportunity to speak to teachers about the subjects they
are interested in and also reflect on their performance in Year 8 and so far in Year 9
following the recent Assessment Reviews and reporting process. Students should think
very carefully about which subjects they enjoy and can succeed in, remembering that they
will be working for two years on this course. It is important that students consider where
their strengths are, the skills they have and which subjects they will perform well in.

This booklet gives details of each course offered. It is intended to help learners to make
the right choices about their future learning and work. It has been designed to inform
students and complement other sources of information available — Parents/Carers Options
Evening, PSHEe lessons, Careers advice and Form Tutor input. The option process is
designed to inform students and Parents/Carers as fully as possible.

We wish you the best of luck in your future at Bristnall Hall Academy.
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Bristnall Hall Academy has designed the choices to reflect the different curriculum needs and
expectations that each student has. Choices are designed to help students and parents/carers
choose the best combination of subjects for their KS4 curriculum. Students have been placed
in a Curriculum band, most suiting their needs and abilities. All students will study compulsory
core subjects and have a choice of other courses.

Compulsory Core Subjects of English, Mathematics, Science and Religious Studies are
studied by all students and are all crucial subjects in which to gain GCSEs, BTECs or Accred-
ited Certificates.

Some students will also study Spanish and a Humanities subject - Geography or History -
as part of their compulsory core giving them the opportunity to achieve the English Baccalaure-
ate. This is not a new qualification but a new measure that records achievement in English,
Mathematics, Sciences, a Language and a Humanities subject.

Some students will also study a Design and Technology subject as part of their compul-
sory core.

For most students success in these subjects will deliver five or more GCSE grades. The rest
of the KS4 curriculum should be balanced and give students a wide range of courses and
experiences resulting in the highest grades those students can achieve. Subjects not part of
the core will also be part of the option choices available to choose from. All students will
continue to study Physical Education, Work Related Learning and PSHEe and will take part in
Enrichment activities. In addition some students may choose to study Business Studies or
Physical education at GCSE level.

After reading all the information in this booklet and completing the ‘Know Yourself’ exercise,
complete the Option Choice Form. Remember to choose the correct amount of choices for
subject options. Some subjects are oversubscribed and some students may not get their first
choice. Consider very carefully your reserve choice.

IMPORTANT REMINDER - Please remember that we do our very best to accommodate the
widest range of subject combinations possible. There is the possibility that any course that
attracts only a small number of students may not be viable to run. In such cases we will speak
to students and parents/carers as appropriate to discuss this and consider alternatives.

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The national external examination system is undergoing radical changes at the moment as are
the many and varied further education and training opportunities available to young people
after the age of 16. Bristnall Hall Academy gives all students the opportunity to gain externally
recognised qualifications.

The number and type of external qualifications gained at the end of Year 11 will depend
greatly on your effort and application. Most examinations are designed to measure what you
KNOW, UNDERSTAND and CAN DO. An explanation of GCSE examinations which we offer
at Bristnall Hall follows in the next section. Some students will study all GCSE courses and
some a combination of GCSE, BTEC Courses and Vocational Related courses.

Consideration of what you may wish to study Post 16 and any career aspirations that you may
have at this stage are both important factors in making your choices as what is chosen now
may have implications for the future.

GCSEs are a single system of examinations with a single scale of grades from 1to 9
being introduced for students commencing all courses since September 2015. The
examination will test not only memory and orderly presentation of facts but also understanding,
practical and other skills and the ability to apply knowledge. All GCSE courses and
examinations will follow nationally agreed guidelines known as 'national criteria’. These will
cover course objectives, content and assessment methods. Their aim is to help students to
benefit as much as possible from their studies.

BTECs are work related qualifications suitable for a wide range of students, built to
accommodate the needs of employers and allow progression to university. They provide a
more practical, real-world approach to learning alongside a key theoretical background. They
can be taken as well as, or in place of, GCSEs and A levels in schools and colleges. BTECs
have some element of external examination. Also, students study real-life, work-based case
studies and complete projects and assessments, which contribute to achieving each unit
studied.

CONTENT OF COURSE: All students in Year 10 and 11 take part in PE lessons and build
on the knowledge, skills and experiences gained in years 7-9. Year 11 PE offers students the
opportunity to use off site facilities and students choose at this stage which activities they wish
to pursue.

As in KS3 the emphasis is on developing self-worth, confidence and interdependence in group
situations. Whilst skills are important to all activities, individual abilities are recognised for
what they are and therefore, participation and involvement in lessons are seen as important as
the degree of success achieved.

PSHE education develops the qualities and attributes our students need to thrive as individ-
uals, family members and members of society. It equips our students with the knowledge,
understanding, skills and strategies required to live healthy, safe, productive, capable, re-
sponsible and balanced lives. A critical component of PSHE education is providing opportu-
nities for our students to reflect on and clarify their own values and attitudes and explore the
complex and sometimes conflicting range of values and attitudes they encounter now and in
the future.

ENTERPRISE

At Bristnall Hall Academy we believe that Enterprise education is important for our stu-
dents and prepares them for employment. PSHEe encourages students to be enterprising
and supports them in making effective transitions, positive learning and career choices and
in achieving economic wellbeing.

All students are expected to complete one week of work experience during Year 10. This ac-
tivity aids the personal development of the student and forms a useful bridge between college
and the world of work.

As part of the student’s preparation for applying for jobs and courses Career’s sessions are
completed at the end of Year 10 to enable students to learn how to complete application forms
and letters, Curriculum Vitae and Interview techniques. This module incorporates sessions
with the personal adviser and visitors from the business world.

Throughout the whole of the course it is emphasised that the students must take responsibility
for their future and it is the intention of all staff involved that the necessary skills are taught in
order to achieve this.

DETAILS OF COURSE: GCSE Course EXAMINATION BOARD: OCR

CONTENT OF COURSE: Students study a wide and varied course. Many aspects of
painting, drawing, print-making, and three dimensional studies and critical and historical studies
may be covered. The course requires students to demonstrate an ability to individually investi-
gate their own ideas, experiment with media and materials and produce high quality artefacts
that link closely to a given theme. Students must also demonstrate their understanding of their
own and others’ work through preparatory studies, preliminary sketches and notes.

When you study Art and Design you will develop your creative and technical skills to be an
artist or designer. You will build on your imaginative powers and you will spend time making
and designing, using different materials in creative ways. The course will develop your skills
and make you see and experience the world around you with a universal visual language.

Students opting for this course should have demonstrated an enthusiasm and commitment to
the subject. It will also give a real creative balance to other GCSE examinations, core or
optional. Extra curricular homework sessions are an integral part of the course in Year 11 and
must be attended.

HOMEWORK: Minimum of one homework set per week - 1 hour.
Students are required to keep a sketchbook and to undertake independent research. Students
are required to attend after school homework clubs for one hour per week during year 11.

CONTENT OF COURSE: Computing is of enormous importance to the economy, and the role of
Computer Science as a discipline itself and as an ‘underpinning’ subject across Science and
Engineering it is growing rapidly. Computing is an intellectually challenging, creative, practical
and rewarding discipline that involves invention and excitement where learners can apply the
knowledge and skills learned in the classroom to real-world problems.

CONTENT OF COURSE:

Film is widely acknowledged as the major art form of the 20th century and today film continues
to be an important part of most people’s cultural experience. This specification is designed to
build upon students’ own experience of film — as consumers and creators — and to encourage a
recognition of the complexity of this experience within an increasingly globalised,
interconnected environment. Students will:

e develop a critical and investigative approach to films, the film industry and film audiences;

¢ study patterns of similarity and difference across a range of films;

e recognise the ways in which films represent people, places, ideas, issues and events to
different audiences;

e recognise the ways in which film technologies shape film productions;

e recognise and explore the creative possibilities of film and film products;

e engage with aesthetic, technical, economic, ethical and moral issues as they arise in their
study of film, film audiences and the film industry.

ASSESSMENT AND EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS:

Year one: Controlled assessments (50%) Comprises of six assessment pieces.
